1. Purpose. To publish instructions for providing prompt and
complete administrative assistance to hospitalized Marines.

2. Cancellation. MCO 6320.2C.

3. Background. All Marine Corps activities will be familiar with
the instructions contained herein for administration and
processing of hospitalized Marines. Expeditious administration and
personal attention for Marines who become hospitalized are vital
in upholding the Marine Corps standard, "taking care of our own."

4. General Information

a. The medical evacuation and/or transferring of Marines
between Armed Forces medical facilities to effect treatment or use
available bed space is controlled by the Armed Services Medical
Regulating Officer (ASMRO). 1In the case of medical evacuation,
the ASMRO will designate the military or VA hospital to which the
patient will be assigned. In the case of inter-hospital transfers,
as determined by appropriate medical personnel and coordinated with
the Naval District Medical Officer, the ASMRO will be the approving
authority.

b. The following commands are designated as casualty
administrative agencies and are responsible for coordinating with
the ASMRO in regulating and monitoring the transfer of combat and
emergency evacuated Marines from medical facilities outside CONUS
to medical facilities in CONUS.

(2) West Coast. Inspector-Instructor, 1lst Battalion, 14th
Marines, 4th Marine Division, (NMCRS), 2144 Clement Ave, Alameda,
CA 94501-1486 (MCC UHA) .

(3) When combat conditions exist, a Marine Corps directive
in the 3040 series issued by the Commandant of the Marine Corps
(CMC) (MM) will provide additional administrative instructions and
designate additional commands as patient clearing/administrative
agencies and casualty administrators to process evacuees.

5. Action

a. When it becomes known that a Marine has been admitted to a
medical facility, the commander of the responsible Marine Corps
activity or the Marine’s parent command, when the hospital is in
the vicinity will make every effort to ensure that the patient is
personally contacted by a Marine Corps representative within 24
hours after admission.

(1) Enclosure (1) lists all military and Veterans’
Administration (VA) hospitals located in the Continental United
States (CONUS) and designates a specific Marine Corps activity
responsible for providing support to Marines hospitalized in that
facility. Commanders of the activities listed in enclosure (1)
will establish liaison with their designated hospital to ensure
prompt notification when a Marine is admitted for treatment.

(2) In cases where Marines are hospitalized outside of
CONUS or within CONUS when no activity is designated, the nearest
Marine Corps activity to the medical facility will assume
cognizance. These activities will establish a close liaison with
the hospital to ensure prompt notification when a Marine is
admitted for treatment (enclosure (2)).

(3) When an active duty patient cannot be returned to full
duty, but can perform light duty commensurate with the physical
condition, medical authorities may determine that the patient be
transferred to a medical holding company (a minimum care facility)
vice a Marine Corps activity, to complete treatment on an
outpatient basis. Where practicable, personnel requiring
outpatient treatment will be returned to Marine Corps control
(tables 1-1 and 1-2).

(4) Marine reservists on active duty orders in excess of
30 days (tables 1-3 and 1-4), who become hospitalized beyond the
termination date of those orders, will be retained on active duty
and administered in accordance with the provisions of this order
while continued hospitalization is required. Upon completion of
hospitalization, the reservist may elect to remain on active duty
or be released from active duty and request a Notice of Eligibility
(NOE) per reference (a). The request for an NOE must be completed
by the active duty command prior to releasing the reservist from
active duty.

(5) Marine reservists on active duty orders less than 30
days (tables 1-5 and 1-6), or during Active Duty Training (ATD) or
Inactive Duty Training (IDT) will be administered per reference (a).
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b. CONUS Hospitalization (Military/VA)

(1) When a Marine becomes hospitalized and the medical
facility is not in the immediate vicinity of the permanent duty
station, the responsible activity listed in enclosure (1) will
assume cognizance for the duration of treatment. The responsible
activity will furnish the Marine’s parent command with all
available information (enclosure (2), sample notification message).

(2) When a Marine is hospitalized outside the vicinity of
the parent command and the period of hospitalization is expected to
exceed 30 days (table 1-2), the responsible activity listed in
enclosure (1) or the closest Marine activity to the Marine will
furnish the Marine’s parent command with all available information

(enclosure (2), sample notification message). The Marine will be
transferred by service record to the responsible activity listed in
enclosure (1). Enclosure (3) is a sample transfer by service
record orders. Service record book (SRB)/officer qualification
record (OQR), and health and dental records will be forwarded per
instructions contained in reference (b). Forward line of duty

investigation (LODI) per reference (c¢) and any disciplinary

action pending. Ensure a copy of the personal effects inventory
(NAVMC 10154) is included in the document side of the OQR/SRB. 1In
no case will the date of transfer be later than 35 days from the
date of admission to the hospital. Exceptions to the forgoing will
be referred to the CMC (MMEA/MMOA) for disposition. In these
cases, the parent command will indicate specific justification for
nontransfer within the 35 day period.

(3) When a Marine is hospitalized outside the vicinity of
the parent command and the period of hospitalization is expected to
be 30 days or less (table 1-2), the Marine will not be transferred
to the responsible activity listed in enclosure (1). 1In these
cases, the Marine’s commanding officer will make liaison with the
responsible activity and request assistance in the administration
and welfare of the Marine.

(4) Marines referred to an alcoholic rehabilitation
facility will be retained on the rolls of their parent command.
These Marines will, however, be under the immediate cognizance of
the Marine Corps activity listed in enclosure (1).

(5) Marines referred to the Naval Drug Rehabilitation
Center, U.S. Naval Air Station, Miramar, California will be
retained on the rolls of the parent command. These Marines will,
however, be under the immediate cognizance of the Commanding
General, Marine Corps Recruit Depot, San Diego, California.

(6) When Marines are referred to a VA facility for
treatment in conjunction with discharge, the parent command will
transfer the Marine by service record to the responsible activity
listed in enclosure (1). The parent command will be responsible
for notifying the CMC (MMEA/MMOA) of transfer action.

(7) When a Marine is inter-hospital transferred, the
responsible activity at the time of transfer will further transfer
the Marine to the responsible activity of the gaining medical
facility. The command effecting transfer will notify CMC
(MMEA/MMOA) of transfer date and new responsible activity.
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c. Medical Evacuees from Commands Located Outside CONUS

(1) Combat/Emergency Cases. Upon being medically evacuated
to CONUS and the period of hospitalization is expected to exceed

30 days (table 1-2), the Marine will be transferred by service
record to the responsible activity of the medical facility
(enclosure (1)). Submit enclosure (2) with an information copy

to the appropriate casualty administrator per sub-paragraph 4b.

If the final destination is unknown, the Marine will be transferred
by service record to the appropriate casualty administrator
indicated in sub-paragraph 4b. When the evacuee’s final
destination (medical facility) has been determined by the ASMRO,
the casualty administrator will effect a transfer by service record
to the responsible activity (enclosure (1)).

(2) Noncombatant/Nonemergency Cases. Upon being medically
evacuated to a CONUS medical facility, the parent command will
request from the CMC (MMEA/MMOA) the authority to transfer the
Marine by service record to the responsible activity of the
receiving hospital (table 1-2). Exceptions to the foregoing will
be personnel evacuated to CONUS for drug and alcohol related
treatment. In these cases, transfer will not automatically be
effected, and specific instructions will be provided by the CMC
(MH), on a case-by-case basis.

(3) Upon being medically evacuated (noncombatant) to a
medical facility outside CONUS regardless of location (table 1-8),
request disposition instruction from the CMC (MMEA/MMOA) by message
(enclosure (2)). Upon being medically evacuated (combat) to a
medical facility outside CONUS and outside the vicinity of the
parent command in excess of 30 days, the Marine will be transferred
by service record to the nearest Marine Corps activity to the
medical facility (table 1-7). If hospitalization (combatant or
noncombatant) is within the vicinity of the parent command or not
expected to exceed 30 days, regardless of reason for medical
evacuation (tables 1-7 or 1-8), request disposition instructions
from the CMC (MMEA/MMOA) (enclosure (2)). The following
information will be included in the request:

(a) Hospitalized Marine'’s name, grade, social security
number, and military occupational specialty (MOS).

(b) Name and location of overseas medical facility.

(¢) Marine'’s diagnosis, prognosis, and estimated
period of hospitalization.

d. Civilian Hospitalization

(1) Foreign Countries. The commanding officer of a Marine
admitted to a foreign civilian hospital will, upon notification,
immediately request disposition instructions from the CMC
(MMEA/MMOA) by message (including times of MINIMIZE). The
following information will be included in the request:

(a) Hospitalized Marine’s name, grade, social security
number, and MOS.

(b) Name and location of hospital.
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(c) Marine’s diagnosis, condition, and prognosis.

(d) Location of Marine'’s dependents (if any, indicate
if residing with Marine) .

(2) CONUS

(a) Any command first notified or the commanding
officer of a Marine that is admitted to a civilian hospital in
CONUS will immediately furnish (by message) the geographical
location where the Marine is hospitalized to the CMC (MMEA/MMOA
and MHP-10) and the Chief of Staff, Bureau of Medicine and Surgery
(BUMED 33) .

(b) The Marine’s commanding officer will immediately
request that the Director of the Marine Corps District in which the
patient is hospitalized assume cognizance. The Director of the
Marine Corps District will then coordinate with the Naval District
Medical Officer to have the Marine moved to a military/VA
hospital.

(c) Upon notification by the District Commander that
the patient has been moved to a military/VA hospital, the
commanding officer will comply with the instructions contained in
subparagraph 5b.

e. The following decision logic tables depict appropriation
action required for administration and processing of hospitalized
Marines. The decision logic tables show the most common types of
occasions requiring action and are not all inclusive.

f. Release from Hospitalization

(1) Marines who have appeared before a Physical Evaluation
Board (PEB) and have been found unfit to perform the duties of
their grade will, upon release from hospitalization, be retained by
the cognizant activity pending disposition instructions from the
CMC (MMEA/MMOR) .

(2) Upon release from a period of hospitalization of less
than 30 days (see subparagraph 5b(3)), the Marine will be returned
to the parent command. Exceptions to the forgoing are outlined in
subparagraph 5f(1).

(3) Upon completion of a period of hospitalization
exceeding 30 days (including any outpatient treatment required),
the Marine’s commanding officer will request disposition
instructions from the CMC (MMEA/MMOA) per reference (d).

(4) The commander who has administrative control of a
Marine who is to be separated for physical disability will
establish procedures to ensure that the Marine receives pre-
separation counseling and that the Marine submits (or annotation
is made for refusal to submit) a Veteran’s Application for
Compensation or Pension at Separation from Service VA Form per
reference (e).

g. Funding of Travel. Funding responsibilities for travel
costs associated with medical evacuation and/or transferring of
Marines between medical facilities are as follows:

(4) Any questions concerning funding should be addressed to
the CMC (FDB) .

h. Personal Assistance. The following information supplements
current instructions and is designed to assist responsible
activities in providing support to patients.

(1) Pay. When required, the responsible activity will
report a join entry on the unit diary per reference (f). The
appropriate duty status and strength category codes of the patient
will be reported in conjunction with the join entry. The date of
join will be the day of arrival at the hospital. All other
information will be reported as it becomes available.

(2) Household Goods and Travel of Dependents

(a) Every effort will be made to ensure each
hospitalized Marine is afforded the benefits related to
transportation and/or storage of goods entitled by paragraph U5310
of reference (g) and dependent’s travel as entitled by paragraph
U5203 of reference (g).

(b) The necessary arrangements for shipment/storage of
household goods and/or required tracer action to locate household
goods which have been shipped but not received will be coordinated
with the Military Traffic Management Office (TMO) responsible for
serving the geographical area in which the hospital is located.

(¢) If household goods are received by an activity and
the Marine’s location cannot be determined locally, the activity
will submit a message to the CMC (MMSB-20) requesting status/
current location of the Marine so that the household goods may be
forwarded to the proper destination.

(d) In the event there are any questions concerning the
hospitalized Marine’s entitlements under paragraph M8256 of
reference (g) or if tracer efforts by the responsible TMO are
unsuccessful, the facts and circumstances will be submitted by
message to the CMC (LFT-4) for determination and assistance.

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(3) Uniform Clothing

(a) Enlisted Marines returned from a combat area for
hospitalization by the Medical Evacuation System (MEDEVACS) shall
be furnished individual clothing per reference (h), paragraph 9201.
Commanders of activities administering to patients in an area where
a retail clothing outlet (RCO) or military clothing sales store
(MCSS) is available shall submit requests for clothing to that
clothing activity, using Form NAVMC 604, SS-344, or DD 1348, as
appropriate.

(b) For those commands not supported by a RCO or MCSS,
requisitions shall be submitted to the Defense Personnel Support
Center (DPSC), Philadelphia, Pennsylvania 19102, using military
standard requisitioning and issuing procedures per current
directives.

(c) A listing of retail clothing outlets and military
clothing sales stores is contained in enclosure (4) for the purpose
of determining the source from which clothing may be obtained most
expeditiously.

6. Reserve Applicability. This Order is applicable to the Marine
Corps Reserve.
